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[ Abstract] Objective: To understand college students” entrepreneurial concept and desire from the
perspective of comprehensive health. Methods: A total of 700 college students enrolled from 2014 to
2016 and from 7 different majors were investigated by a questionnaire survey. Their general information
(gender, age, major and birthplace) were analyzed as well as comparison of their understanding of
comprehensive health, entrepreneurial desire, selection of entrepreneurship, and their choices of intra-
mural activities beneficial to entrepreneurship. Results:In all the investigated, male students accoun-
ted for 35.6% while female 54.4% , urban students took up 17. 89% while rural students 82. 1% ,
and students enrolled in 2014, 2015 and 2016 occupied 49.2% , 23. 1% and 27. 6% respectively.
39.6% of the investigated had no idea of comprehensive health. 66.43% of them had entrepreneurial
desire, and upperclassmen among whom were more willing to start their own businesses, while medical
students who had entrepreneurial desire were less. 53.1% of the surveyed chose a field that combines
with their own specialty, while 22.4% chose the most popular industry of today. 52.7% of the investi-

gated believed that the present knowledge of entrepreneurial skills can not meet the needs of entrepre-
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neurship, and they indicated that for the most beneficial activities of entrepreneurship, the top three

activities were " simulated entrepreneurial activities" (53.6% ), " entrepreneurship training" (47.

4% ), and "vacation internships and extracurricular part — time jobs" (43.4% ). Conclusion;Medi-

cal universities should adhere to the educational philosophy that personnel training is in coordination

with social needs to provide medical innovative talents for the development of comprehensive health,

strengthen the propaganda of comprehensive health strategy, adjust the course structure and profession-

al structure, deepen the reform of entrepreneurship curriculum, create campus atmosphere of innova-

tion and entrepreneurship, and strengthen the entrepreneurship training.
